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Kindergarten:
Students are continuing working on body part vocabulary. We will use this vocabulary to talk about animals. This will be our next unit. We will stick to basic animals and include a few adjectives to describe the animals (ferocious, funny, big, small etc).
1st grade:

My goal is to finish with body parts this week by working on their fluency and familiarity with the vocabulary and have a test next week. They will practice identifying spoken vocabulary, speaking and reading. They will do some light writing.

2nd grade:

My goal is to finish with body parts this week by working on their fluency and familiarity with the vocabulary and have a test next week. Expect them to have a little homework this week to practice writing at home. 
3rd grade: 
We will have a test based on what we have learned in the past month. It will be easy for some and challenging for others. Too many students (maybe 7) are not where they should be at this point with this material. We will review in advance for a day or two, test them and move on. They are doing well, but I want the class to move faster. Too many distractions and behavior problems have interfered with our progress. 
4th grade:

Most students have picked up conjugation of regular –ar verbs pretty quickly. They see it as a challenge, but I don’t think they realize how useful it will be yet. They do not have total ease and comfort with it so far. With time they will be able to do it without having to think about the patterns and rules or using their notes. We will write a short description of what we do during the day using times of the day and days of the week.
