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Kindergarten:
We have started discussing some new vocabulary such as days of the week.
1st grade:

We have started discussing days of the week, months, and other related vocabulary (today, tomorrow, yesterday). We will use these words as simple responses to questions about when they do things. They will work on reading and writing simple words but not in sentences using this vocabulary. Later we will use these words to describe the seasons and the weather.
2nd grade:

Today we started reviewing vocabulary to describe days of the week, months, and other related vocabulary (morning, afternoon, evening, night, today, tomorrow, yesterday). Students will see how they can use these words to answer questions about when they do activities. They will do reading and writing possibly in sentences. Later we will use this information to describe the seasons and to predict the weather.

3rd grade: 

Students are reviewing pronouns and using the verb “ir” (to go) to discuss where people go. We will incorporate some basic geography terms. We will learn some other place nouns to add to the ones we have been learning (store, house, movie theatre, theatre, supermarket, zoo, aquarium, etc) to give them more options. We will continue practicing using question words to create basic dialogues.
4th grade:
Fourth grade students are doing a quick unit on describing how they feel physically (I am tired, I am thirsty) simultaneously while we continue practicing using pronouns and conjugating the verb “ir” (to go) with other verbs to create the simple future. We are slowly including geography so students can say who is going where and what they are going to do there. 
We will use our hip hop song without recorded lyrics to play an American Idol style game where paired students get to make up their own lyrics and perform it in front of class. Students will get to use a costume, an instrument, and they can dance for extra points. It should be fun.
