Kindergarten:

This week we will finish discussing animals and start talking about food. It will consist of foods familiar and useful to them. We will talk about what foods we like and what foods we don’t like. They will pick up the conjugation concepts quickly since we have worked on –AR verbs for a while but I expect them to need practice to avoid putting –AR endings on verbs. Later we will pick some important irregular verbs to add to their repertoire such as “to want,” and “to have.” For variety, we will begin discussing time and at what time we do which actions (using our -AR, -ER and –IR verbs).
4th grade:

We started talking about conjugating regular –ER and –IR verbs on Friday. They follow a similar pattern to how –AR verbs are conjugated. ER and IR verbs are conjugated identically except in the “nosotros” (“we”) form. They will pick up the conjugation concepts quickly since we have worked on –AR verbs for a while but I expect them to need practice to avoid putting –AR endings on verbs. Later we will pick some important irregular verbs to add to their repertoire such as “to want,” and “to have.” Most of our practice is written, but they are getting fast enough conjugating –AR verbs that we will begin practice with them describing what is happening in pictures.
