Elementary Spanish Newsletter: May 9, 2011

Kindergarten:

We will be practicing our weather vocabulary this week. This week we will introduce some season vocabulary. If we have time, we will discuss how some Latin American countries have different seasons or have them at different times. I will send home a sheet with some of the vocabulary we are learning. We will start talking about clothes that we wear during different seasons.

1st grade:

We are using our food vocabulary to discuss preferences and learning possessive pronouns (me, te, le, les, nos). They are already familiar with “me” and “te” from hearing it in questions. This is a difficult concept for students sometimes but we hope to get good enough with it that they can describe what another person or other people like or do not like. These pronouns are used in various ways in Spanish so it will be useful for them in other ways. Mari, our Spanish volunteer, will be leaving for a two week trip so she will be doing a presentation about Spain and discussing how to make a Spanish tortilla. She might be able to make one for students to taste. Unlike Latin American tortillas, Spanish tortillas are about an inch thick and are made out of potatoes and eggs.
