Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This is yet another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Read below to see what your student(s) is/are up to!

5th grade – Exciting news: 5th graders have just finished their textbook units for the text ¡Hola! and are beginning with a new book: ¿Qué tal? They are going to start with a unit on the different parts of the body, and the face in particular, and they will assign each one with particular action verbs (to sing, to dance, to talk, etc.). In addition, they will learn the verb “to ache,” and they will learn how to talk about the different senses.
Spanish A – The A’s will continue working on the ordinal numbers. Also, as they follow the next episodes of a telehistoria (a set of snapshots with dialogues in the form of a history), they will start reviewing all the location expressions, different kinds of questions, and places of the house (and its respective objects) to work on creating house-for-sale ads, and to prepare for a unit test that will take place either by the end of the week or the beginning of the next. Very importantly, too, they will keep reviewing the verbs “ser” and “estar”, as they have been having trouble remembering how to use them. 
Spanish B – Students in Spanish B will learn and practice extensively the terms for several clothing pieces. They will acquire several vocabulary terms, ranging from terms related to shopping places and actions, to seasons, means of transportation, and leisurely places. They will also delve into the important grammatical terms direct object pronouns, which replace nouns. Ideally, they will get to study the verb “poder” (can). 
Spanish C – This week the C’s will continue working on the verb “to want” (querer), and will also learn the verb “can” (poder), as well as several expressions (actions in general, and how to express desire for a particular food) attached to both of these verbs. As they extensively practice that, they will incorporate new possessive pronouns and vocabulary related to the pronouns.
