Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This will be another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Please read below to see what our students are up to.

5th grade – Students will keep practicing how to speak about how clothes fit them, both in terms of gender, number and adjectives of qualification. They will also learn how to use the possessive case (interrogative, affirmative and negative) for female and male individuals and groups.  Finally, they will start reviewing for a unit test, which will take place next Monday.

Spanish A – Students will keep practicing the use of the imperative mode, along with the use of pronouns (example: “Close the door! Close it!” “¡Cierra la puerta! ¡Ciérrala!”), in some of its regular and irregular occurrences. Towards the middle of the week they will review for a test that will take place on Wednesday. Subsequently, they will begin a new unit on health (this includes all vocabulary and grammar related to sports). 

Spanish B – They will continue reviewing the very important verbs ser/estar (both: “to be”). They will also continue working on the terminology and grammar related to the various places and objects of the house, including some appliances. They will learn how to express that an area is ordered or in disarray. In addition, they will learn the ordinal numbers in relation to floors, days of the week and order of appearance of people.  

Spanish C – We will be finalizing our knowledge of reflexive verbs related to morning and evening routine activities both in the plural and singular of all subject positions. In addition, they will Toward the middle of the week, they will review for a test they will take on Thursday. On Friday, they will begin a new unit on the grammar and terminology related to various occupations.
