Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This is yet another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Read below to see what your student(s) is/are up to!

5th grade –Fifth graders will initially review some of the key concepts studied during the final week of classes before the break, to then review other unit topics, as they will have a unit test on Wednesday. Subsequently, they will start a new unit. The first concepts to be learned will be clothing items, and how to refer to what they are wearing. Also, they will describe their clothes in terms of length, color, and taste. Finally, they will learn how to speak in the simplest form of the future tense (going to wear, etc.).
Spanish A – The A’s will initially review some of the concepts learned during the final week of class (house chores). Subsequently, they will start learning leisurely activities, such as those that are instrumental to organizing a party (decorating, wrapping gifts, giving gifts, dancing, singing, etc). Throughout this process, they will learn new vocabulary, and review previous grammatical structures that enable to speak more fluently about chores and festive activities.
Spanish B – Students in Spanish B will review some of the key concepts studied during the final week of classes before the break. We’ll start with stem-changing verbs (e(ie). Then, they will learn how to conjugate other stem-changing verbs (o(ue), such as having lunch, costing, finding, sleeping, being able to, returning, etc. We will review together the unit that is about to end in order to take a unit test and start a new unit. 
Spanish C – This week the C’s will continue working on quotidian morning activities using reflexive verbs (waking up, getting up, washing, drying, brushing their hair, dressing up, going to school, etc.), They will start learning nightly activities (reading, watching TV, doing homework, eating, playing, going to bed, taking a shower, etc). In the process, they will engage in fun activities, such as drawing, playing games, and working in groups.
