Hola parents.  Exciting things are happening in the Spanish room this week!  Read below to see what your student(s) are up to!

5th grade – The 5th grade has just finished learning about telling time and is jumping right into learning about calendar vocabulary and seasons.  In addition, students have been working on question words.  They will take a quick quiz on Friday before beginning a long-term class calendar project.
