Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This is yet another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Read below to see what your student(s) is/are up to!

5th grade – The 5th grade have been learning several things:  how to say, conjugate and use in different expression verbs ending in –er and –ir such as as “aprender” (to learn) and escribir (“to write”), among others.  Students have also started completing worksheets that incorporate the use of –er and –ir verbs to “I like/dislike” expressions. On Friday, they are taking a test, for which they reviewed on Thursday.
Spanish A – The A’s have been learning how to use various location adverbs, and how to use them in sentences that incorporate previous vocabulary (eg.: places at school). They have reviewed different –ir verbs (such as escribir, “to write”), and on Thursday they reviewed for a test they will be taking on Friday. 
Spanish B – Students in Spanish B have learned the main differences between the two verbs “to be” in Spanish: “ser” and “estar.” In addition, they have been doing some extensive practice on those verbs applied to descriptions of personality, location, place of origin, and feelings. On Friday, they are taking a test, for which they reviewed on Thursday.

Spanish C – The C’s have been practicing extensively the use of the verbs “to put” and “to bring.” Also, they learned how to use location adverbs (“under,” “on top of,” “near,” “far”), and how to use them in sentences that will accompany paintings of their own (“still life” pictures). Finally, they reviewed the table objects and the fruits that they learned in lesson 8 in preparation for a unit test that they will have on Friday.
