Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This is yet another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Read below to see what your student(s) is/are up to!

5th grade – Fifth graders are continuing to learn how to refer to different familial terms of relationship (e.g., mother, father, grandmother, etc.). In addition, they are using them in connection with the newly-learned possessive pronouns (my/your/his/her, etc.). Towards the end of the week, we’ll review the articulation of dates, and they’ll learn how to count to a thousand. 

Spanish A – The A’s have been learning more location adverbs, and have started a new unit on rooms of the house. To this end, they have been taught to reflect on the architectural differences between house constructions in the US and Latin America—I’ve provided some background for this last one. They are finishing this week with exercises on description of their and other people’s houses, and with an introduction to ordinal numbers.  
Spanish B – Students in Spanish B are learning how to refer to different meals from breakfast and lunch. They are articulating how to refer to their favorite meals as well. To this end, they are also learning new verbs: “to have lunch,” “to have breakfast,” “to want” and “to prefer.” We will finish this week by reinforcing the use of verbs whose knowledge they have accumulated up to this point.
Spanish C – The C’s have been learning how to name several breakfast meals and beverages, and how to request them in a domestic setting and a restaurant. Also, they are learning how to use frequency markers (always, sometimes, never), especially in relation to the latter. Lastly, this week they are beginning to learn how to use the verb “to want.”
