Middle School Spanish: Señor Humeniuk

Hola, parents.  This is another exciting week in the Spanish room!  Please read below to see what our students are up to.

5th grade –Students have spent most of the week practicing the uses of “poder” and “querer” (to want, and to be able to, respectively). They have also been practicing the use of The have already reviewed for a unit test to be taken tomorrow (Thursday). As I will be away on a session of technological training, we will start together a new unit on lunch and dinner meals on Wednesday, next week.
Spanish A –They have been practicing the use of positive and negative words (e.g.: something, nothing, someone, nobody, etc) in different contexts They have continued practicing the use of several technological terms in Spanish, especially those related to our communication age. Towards the middle of the week, they will start reviewing all concepts learned in the present unit to take a test on it next week (probably by Thursday).
Spanish B – The B’s have continued practicing how to write and say a large number of numbers up to a million. They have been practicing how to refer to different sports and to their practice, while also acquiring the irregular verb “to play”. They will learn the difference between “saber” and “conocer” (both mean “to know”). 

Spanish C – The C’s have been practicing the main differences between the verbs “ser” and “estar” (both mean “to be”). They have learned new adjectives to describe many things, especially those to be found in a house. They will practice extensively all of these subjects by writing, speaking, listening, and drawing. Because of the complexity and the many uses of “ser” and “estar”, they will spend the rest of the week practicing with them.
