Please warn the students 
about that. laptops may be broken if 
turned on wrong direction. 

·  Audio Input:  just plug in your 
headphone 

·  Mic Input:  for recording plug in your 
mic 

·  Turn on button:  please slip the this 
through you. For logging out do not use 
this button again.  

This light show whether the computer is on or 
off. When the students close the screen make 
sure the this light is off. Computers will save 
battery.  
 
Low Battery: when the power cord plugged, this 
light will be blue. If it is low battery it will turn 
orange and then red. The red is the signals of 
turning computer hibernate.

Tips: for a better quality of image, you have to adjust  

·  the screen position 
·  make projector even 
·  Zoom in/out  

After the projector power and computer connection is made. 
You have to turn projector on with this button. Press for 2 
seconds and release. Other next three buttons are for video 
computer connections. Make sure computer light is on.  
 
These buttons are for the menu to reach the next image. Click 
on menu to arrange picture properties on projector or project 
angle etc. Use arrows to move in the menu. In order to leave the 
properties click on Exit.   



Some computers don’t need any setup for projectors but some do. After you plug in all 
cords if the screen is still blue. You have to switch the screens by pressing on FN+F3 
keys.
